Mary - light-coloured dress, headdress (teatowel) 
Joseph - grey/brown trousers, jumper, headdress (teatowel) 
Caesar - gold crown, cloak, light clothes/tunic 
Star - sparkly dress/top, tights or leggings, tinsel hairband  
Shepherds/travellers - dark trousers, jumper/waistcoat, headdress (teatowel)/hat  or plain, long dress, 
tights, cardigan 
Innkeepers - grey/brown trousers, jumper, headdress (teatowel) or plain, long dress, tights, cardigan 
Angels including Angel Gabriel - white outfit, wings, tights/leggings 
Camel - brown outfit, tail, mask or headband 
Wise men/kings - brightly coloured clothes, crown 
Sheep/donkey - suitable coloured clothing (brown/white) or a costume, mask or headband
